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EAC-CPF was officially adopted by SAA as a standard in 2011. Many archivists took advantage of training opportunities (myself included!) Yet, while some organizations adopted it quickly and have been creating records, for other institutions, it’s slower going. This session is a chance to discuss two related questions (and any others that arise along the way): Are there any institutions in MARAC who are creating EAC-CPF records programmatically, or even on the fly? If so, what are you doing? If not, what at the barriers to implementation? Are you lacking resources, interest, information, or something else? Are there ways for archivists help each other get started? 

I’m an archivist at Virginia Tech who is in the early stages of a project with a small group of campus and library faculty to convert about 30,000 existing TEI records to EAC-CPF records. I’m curious to learn if other people or organizations are creating EAC-CPF records and to what end. Whether you have a project in progress you’d like to talk about, some thoughts to share, or just a professional curiosity, join us for a discussion of EAC-CPF and why it is (or isn’t!) everywhere!

o Trying out something new takes away from other
work

» What can “we” (archivists) do to help each other
implement?
o Wait for someone else to do it
o Rely on consortium for help (i.e. Virginia Heritage)

o Time is one thing and we know what EAC-CPF good for, but
there isn’t a tool to build the records

o |s part of it just waiting for a tool/archival management
software that can create there records for us? Or just creating
records and dumping them in a place until they can go
somewhere? The former seems preferable given other
constraints and barriers.
