2) Iran must fully cooperate with the UN inspectors, allowing full access to make inspections
throughout the country, to make certain Iran is limiting its uranium enrichment to low levels.

Proponents of this idea say that this is a safe approach, because if Iran were to try to cheat, it
would take them years to enrich uranium to the higher levels necessary for nuclear weapons, and
with full access for UN inspectors they would be caught.

Critics of this idea say that Iran should not be allowed to enrich uranium at all, because doing so
would give them technical experience that would put them in a strong position if they later
decide to violate the agreement and build nuclear weapons.
