In China, the survey was a probability sample of urban and rural households with land-line telephones in the provinces of Anhui,
Hebei, Heilongjiang, Hubei, Jiangsu, Shanxi, Shanghai, Sichuan, and Yunnan—representing approximately 60 percent of the
mainland Chinese population. The August sample was 40 percent rural, 60 percent urban (rural households make up approximately
55 percent of the population).

2 In India, a face-to-face survey was conducted in urban and rural areas in 14 of the largest Indian states; these states comprise 77
percent of India’s population. The sample is 60 percent urban, India’s population is approximately 30 percent urban.

®In Indonesia, a national probability sample was conducted in both urban and rural areas and covering approximately 87 percent of
Indonesia’s population.

®In the Palestinian Territories, a face-to-face national probability survey was conducted among the population of the West Bank,
including East Jerusalem, and the Gaza Strip.

"In May 2008, the survey was conducted in 10 provinces of the country including Bangkok, Samutprakarn, Chantaburi, Ratchaburi,
Chiang Mai, Kampangpet, Kornkean, Sakonnakorn, Chumporn, and Songkla. In September 2008, the survey was conducted in 9
provinces of the country including Bangkok, Samutprakarn, Chanthaburi, Khonkaen, Chiang Mai, Kamphaengphet, Sakonnakhon,
Chumphon, and Songkhla.

®In the United States, the poll was an online survey drawn from a nationally representative sample of the Knowledge Networks online
panel. This panel is randomly selected through telephone interviews from the population of telephone households in the US, and
subsequently provided with Internet access if needed.
