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S1: Search Terms
Terms were listed in two columns for each concept: Population and Outcomes. For example, for the Population concept, one column contains terms representing the race and the other column represents the boy's age (e.g., Black child, Black youth, etc.), while for the Outcome concept we wanted to capture various combinations of terms between the type of depressive symptom and its action presentation (e.g. anxiety symptoms, anxiety disorders, etc.). Search terms within each column were combined with the Boolean operator OR, and all PICO concepts were combined with the Boolean operator AND. 
Since the interventions were not compared with other interventions or across different racial/ethnic groups, this element (C) of the PICO concept was not included in the search strategy. The terms for the Population (P) and Outcomes (O) were combined with the proximity operator (N, NEAR, W depending on database syntax) to reflect all combinations of phrases where these terms were used (e.g., "Mental impact" vs "Impact of mental health"). 
To search for an exact phrase (e.g., "African American"), double quotation marks were employed, and truncation was used to find any variations of the stem word (e.g., program* will find program, programs, programming, programme, etc.). Based on the guidelines developed by Bramer et al. (2018),[footnoteRef:1] we developed a single-line general search strategy for each PICO element to ensure reproducibility, transparency, and time efficiency.
