520 Unsigned ms., probably from Alabama of 1838, summarizing a talk held May 30, 1836 between Opothleyaholo, chief of the Creek Indians, and Clement C. Clay, ol
governor of Alabama, concerning Creek land ownership. #b Chief Opothleyaholo reminds the governor that during a meeting in Washington in 1832, President Andrew
Jackson guaranteed the Creek Indians five years before they had to choose between becoming subjects of the state of Alabama, or moving west beyond the
Mississippi. The chief also explains recent Indian attacks on whites as retaliation for land swindles by white speculators. Opothleyaholo protests other abuses of the
Indians by whites, such as selling them pistols, powder, and knives; making liquor easily available to them; and "settling" false claims against them by seizing their

horses and their money, or by imprisoning them. The talk concludes with discussion of the possible emigration west of various Creek towns, such as Tuckabatchee,
Tuskenee Hatcheechiihbha and Talladeaa Y

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We began our focus on the American Indian Histories and Cultures collection, described at the Libraries’ Database Finder as a “collection of digitized manuscripts, works of art, recent American Indian newspapers, rare books, photographs, and maps, drawn from the Edward E. Ayer Collection at the Newberry Library, Chicago” [source, https://www.lib.umd.edu/dbfinder/id/UMD08722]

The corresponding KB collection has 1828 titles, about 140 had OCN at the outset. Ben did some data mining and added about 300 more OCN. We analyzed the file he then created and found that the titles lacking OCN  were indeed uncatalogued, that is, to date we’ve found that there are no available e-version catalog records for the digitized images of the resources; many of them quite rare. For example, this catalog record represents a digital image of a manuscript held by the Newberry Library.  Erica and Aaron are providing original cataloging based on the high-quality catalog records for the original versions of the resources and making them discoverable for the WorldCat user community.

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Robin and I have been working with the existing OCLC records sourced from the KB file. In this record, OCN 1103276756, I’ve highlighted the bad metadata.  For example, the highlighted coded field in the upper right corner of the record should contain “pau” for “Pennsylvania” ;  and “Philadelphia” as shown in the 260 field of the record, is placed incorrectly in the field, making it impossible for users to retrieve when using “Philadelphia” as a keyword search on place of publication. 

As you can see, except for the title, the date of publication, and the URL, the record basically lacks useful metadata.  In other words, our users are not going to easily “discover” the relevant resource in WorldCat UMD.

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Like Erica and Aaron, Robin and I are using our cataloger’s judgement in this work. Whereas Erica and Aaron are creating new records based on the print version records, Robin and I are enhancing the available e-version records. All of our work is based primarily on the digitized resources themselves. 

As you can see, after our record enhancement of OCN 1103276756, researchers can now find this resource when searching WorldCat for online versions of publications imprinted in Philadelphia between 1835 and 1836, and when searching for images of portraits by James Otto Lewis, an American artist born in Philadelphia in 1799.

James Otto Lewis was employed by the Bureau of Indian Affairs and completed 4 excursions to complete the
illustrations. The earliest painting dated 1823, latest 1833, and 3 without, but the majority of paintings were sketched in the field (1825-1827) and finished in Detroit, 1827-1833.
Printing on some plates state that painting was done on location. Lewis was the first artist to paint/draw Mative Americans in their natural environment. None of the original paintings
exist.

The highlighted text illustrates our work to ensure that our faculty, students and staff who first discover the print version record in WorldCat Discovery will be directed to the e-version of the resource at the Adam Matthew Digital Collection.
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And here is the proof. There is now a link in WorldCat UMD from the print version record to the e-resource.

Are we there yet? No -- we still have much to do. We have yet to begin our work on the HeinOnline Slavery in America and the World: History, Culture & Law collection. 
However, we are working together as best we can in support of the Libraries’ efforts to make our resources discoverable and most importantly, used. Knowledge is power! And there is no better time than now for our students, faculty, and staff, and all Americans to use knowledge to overcome the injustices that have plagued this land since the first settlers disembarked on its shores.
